[Submission guidelines of the Japanese Forest Economic Society]
(enacted on April 4,1996)
(revised on November 9,2012)
(Last revised on 10 March, 2024)
1. Purpose and scope
The Journal of Forest Economics, published by the Japanese Forest Economic Society, is an
academic journal that covers studies on forestry, forest products industry, mountain villages, and the
relationship between humans and forests on a broad scale. The purpose of the journal is to promote
the dissemination and development of forest economics.
Submissions are limited to the regular or student members. However, this restriction does not
apply to manuscripts requested by the Editorial Board. Co-authors (those who are not the first author)

may include non-members.

2. Types of manuscripts and originality

Manuscripts must be articles, short communications, and others. For articles and short
communications, manuscripts must be unpublished and must not be scheduled to be published in other
journals. However, this does not apply to oral or poster presentations made at domestic or international
conferences.

An article is a theoretical or empirical study with originality and a clear methodology, a study
of objective materials and observations discussed from a broad perspective, or a study in which
research trends are organized and commentary and perspectives are added by the author(s). A short
communication is an interim report of a series of studies, a presentation of data or results that should
be released urgently, a presentation of a predictive hypothesis, or a field research report. It deals with
research that deserves to be kept on record. “Others” are items that are neither articles nor short

communications.

3. Language and submission

Manuscripts must be written either in Japanese or English and prepared in accordance with the
Instructions for the Authors established by the Editorial Board. Bibliographic information in the
manuscript must be accessible to the public at the time of submission.

We accept manuscript submissions through a web system designated by the Editorial Board.

Contact the Editorial Office of Journal of Forest Economics if this system cannot be used.

4. Ensuring the fairness of research

Authors must ensure the fairness of research in line with the statement of pledge presented at
the time of submission. Co-authors of a manuscript are limited to those who have made substantial
contributions to the completion of the study, participated in the writing or revision of the manuscript,

and approved the final version. Their individual roles must be clearly defined.

5. Conflict of interest



Authors must declare any conflict of interest in the study at the time of submission and mention
it in the manuscript. A conflict of interest is any economic or noneconomic relationship with a third
party that may affect the interpretation of the results of the study. It refers to the provision of samples,
products, equipment, and so on, as well as licenses, financial donations, honoraria, organizational or

personal relationships, and so on.

6. Peer review process and the authority of the Editorial Board

Manuscripts will be peer-reviewed by multiple reviewers in accordance with the manuscript
review rules of the Japanese Forest Economic Society, which are specified separately. The peer review
process will follow the manuscript peer-review procedure agreement, which is specified separately.
The acceptance or rejection of the manuscript will be decided by the Editorial Board. The first author

and the corresponding author will be notified of the acceptance or rejection in writing.

7. Proofreading
In principle, proofreading by the author(s) is limited to the first proof. It is also limited to the

correction of typographical errors.

8. Copyrights and reuse

The copyright of the manuscripts published in Journal of Forest Economics belongs to the
Japanese Forest Economic Society. All manuscripts will be released on J-STAGE and accessed free of
charge via the internet. The reuse of these articles will be subject to the Creative Commons Attribution
4.0 International (CC-BY-4.0).

9. Frequency of publication and the order in which articles are carried

The Journal of Forest Economics is published three times a year, with the first issue published
on March 1, the second on July 1, and the third on November 1. In principle, Journal of Forest
Economics will publish articles, short communications, and others, and in the order of the date of

acceptance.

10. Publication fee

The author(s) of manuscripts must pay the publication fee as specified in the attached table.

11. Editorial Office
Proofread manuscripts, copyright transfer agreements, and submitted manuscripts (for

submissions by postal mail) should be sent to the Editorial Office of Journal of Forest Economics at
the address below.
